Subject: Investment Update — March 2012

Feonomic Review: The next meeting of the Federal Reserve is scheduled for April 24th.
The last meeting was held on March 13th. The Fed Funds rate remains at a larget range
of 0 to % percent. At that meeting, the Federal Reserve stated that “the Committee
expects moderate economic growth over coming quarters and consequently anticipates
that the unemployment rate will decline gradually toward levels the Committee judges to
be consistent. Strains in global financial markets have eased, though they continue to
posc significant downside risks to the economic outlook. The recent incrcase in oil and
gasoline prices will push up inflation temporarily. Longer-term inflation cxpectations
have remained stable.” The latest reading of the Consumer Price Index (CPI) for Los
Angeles, Riverside and Orange Countics was 2.1 for the month of February. The
previous reading was 2.1 in January.

LATF Update: LAIF ended the month of March with a yicld of 0.37%. This represents
a .01 basis point decrease from the month of Iebruary. A comparison with last year
shows LATF .13 basis points lower than March 2011 when the yield stood at 50%.

RWD Investments: Rowland Water District’s bond porifolio carries an average yicld of
2.53%, no change from the month of February. This represents a 2.16 basis point
premium to LAIE. The District had no bond purchases or maturities in the month of
March. The District’s CD Placement Program has an effective yield ol .69% with an
average malurity of 582 days,

WHERTAS, the firm of Civiltec Lngineering, Inc. was cngaged to prepare an initial study
identifying potential cnvironmental impacts which might arise from the consiruction of the
proposed Joint Bffort Regional Water Supply Project and based upon the conclusions from that
initial study — that mitigation measures incorporated into the proposed Project avoided identified
cnvironmental effects Lo the point where, cleatly, no significant environmental effects would
oceur from carrying out the Project -- Civiltec Engincering, Inc. prepared a mitigated ncgative
declaration and mitigation monitoring and reporling program; and

WHEREAS, the a draft of the mitigated negative declaration and mitigation monitoring program
was citculated for public review from January 30, 2012 to March 2, 2012, and notice of the
Districi’s intent to adopt a negative declaration was published in a newspaper of general
cireulation within the area on January 30, 2012 and was mailed to all responsible agencies,
frustee agencies, the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) and to the County Clerk,
and to all organizations and individuals who had previously requested such notice. In addition,
the notice was posted in the County Clerk’s office lrom February 10, 2012 to March 11, 2012
and was submitted along with a copy of the Draft Mitigated Negative Declaration to the
Governor's Office of Planning and Research, State Clearinghouse for review by state agencies.
A copy of the draft Mitigated Negative Declaration was also provided to the Rowland Heights
branch of the Los Angeles County Library for public review; and,



WHEREAS, the District received comments from the SWRCD, the City of I.a Habra Heights,
the Puente Hills [abitat Preservation Authority, and several members of the public, to which
responses were prepared and modifications to the drafl mitigated negative declaration were
incorporated to address the comments; and,

WHIERIEAS, the comments received did ot ideniily any additional significant cffects which
were not mitigated to the point of insigaificance; and,

WHEREAS, a Final Miticated Negative Declaration has been prepared incorporating responses
to comments received from commenting parties, and has been sent to the SWRCB and the

Rowland Heights branch of the Library, and,

WHEREAS, notice of a hearing scheduled for April 10, 2012 has been published in a
newspaper of general circulation within the area on March 30, 2012 and mailed to all responsible

agencies, trustee agencies and persons roquesting notice; and,

WHEREAS, the Board of Directors has reviewed and considered the Final Mitigated Negative
Declaration together with the comments reeeived during the public review process, and the
Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting Program;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Directors of the Rowland Water

A. Descrption of Reporting Entity:

The Puente Bagin Water Agency {the Agency) was created April 1, 1971 by the execution of
Toint Powers Agreement between Rowland Water District and Walnut Valley Walter District.

The operations of the find are accounted for with a set of selfbalancing accomnts that
cowmprise its assets, linbilities, fund equity, revenues, and expenscs. The following fund type is

Enterprise Fund is used to account for operations for which a fee is charged fo extemnal users
for goods or services and the activity (3) is Enanced with debt that is solely secured by u pledge
of the net tevenues, (b) has third parly requirements that the cost of providing services,
ingluding capital costs, be recovered with fees and changes or () establishes fees and charges
based on a pricing policy designed to recover similar costs.

. Accounting and Reporting Policies:.

The Ageney has conformed to the pronouncements of the Governmental Accounting Standards
Board (GASB), which are the primary antharitative statements of accounting principles
generally. accepted in the United States of America applicable to state and local governments.

D. Basis of Accounting/Measurement Focus:

This means that all assofs and liabilities (whether current or
concurrent) associated with the activity are included on the balance sheet. Their repoited fund
equity prescnts total net assets. The operating statement of the proprietary funds presents
increases (revenues) and decreases (expenses) in total net nssefs, Revemues are recogaized

when they are earned and expenses ire recognized when the Hiability i9incurred.

Proprietary funds distinguish operating revenues and expenses froni nongperating items,
Opezating revenues generally result from providing services and producing and delivering
goods in connection with a proprietary fund’s- principal ongoing opetations. The ‘principal
operating revenues of the Agency are membei assessments, Operating expenses include the

costs of legal, accotmting, and engineering services. All revenues and expenscs not meeting this

definition are reported as nonoperating revenues and expenses.

When both restricted and unrestricted resources are available for use, it is the Agency’s policy

E. Cash and Cash Equivalents:

Disclosures Relating to Intercst Rate Risk

Triterest rate risk is the risk that changes iy market interest rates will adversely affect the fair valuo
of an investment. Generally, the longer the maturity of an investment, the greater the sensifivity-of
its fair value to changes in market interest rates. One of the ways that the Agency manages its
exposure to intercst rate risk is by purchasing a combination of shorter term and longer term
investments and by timing cash flows from maturitics so that a portion of the portfolio-is maturing
or coming clogo to maturiiy evenly over time as necassary to provide tho cash flow and Hynidity
nceded for operations, Tho Agency’s deposits with financial institutions are available on demand.

Cnstodial Credit Risk

Custodial credit risk for deposits is the risk that, in the event of the failure of a depository financial
institution, a government will not be able to recover its deposits or will not be able to recover
collateral securities that are in the possession of an ouiside party. The custodial credit risk for
vestments is fhe risk thiat, in the event of the feilure of the counterparty (e.g., broker-dealer) to a
transaction, a government will not be able to rccover the value of ifs investment or collateral
securities that ave in the possession of another party. The California Government Code and the
Apency’s investment policy do not contain legal or policy requirements that would limit the
exposure {o custodial credit risk for deposits or investments, other than the following provision for
deposits; The Californix Government Code requires that a financial instifution’ sccure deposits
made by state or local governmental units by pledging securities in an unidivided collateral pool
held by a depository regulated under state law (unless so waived by the governmental unif). The
market value of the pledged securities in the collateral pool must equal at least 110% of. the total
amount deposited by the public agencies, Califomia law glso dllows finencial institntions to sccure
the Agency’s deposits by pledging first trust deed mortgage notes having @ value of 150% of the

seoured public deposits. The Agency’s demand deposits were insured by the Federal ‘Deposit

Insurance Corporation at June 30, 2011 and June 30, 2010,

PUENTE NARROWS AGREEMENT

On May 8, 1972, Puente Basin Water Agency and Upper San Gabricl Valley Municipal Watcr
executed the Puente Narrows Agreement (the Agreement), which cstablished the base water undetflow

from tlie Puente Basin to the Main San Gabriel Basin at 580 acre-feet por year. The Agreement
requires Puente Basin Water Agency to make up payments in the following year where accumulnated
subsurface outflow falls below the accumulated base underflow. The Agency will receive a credit for
an excess of underflow over the base underflow, which will be applied against future deficiencics of
underflow.

Puente Dasin Water Agéncy had crodits for cxcess of underflow of 10,231 pere-feet and
10,636 acre-fest at June 30, 2011 and 2010, respeetively, Tho administration of the Agreement is

currently responsible for well measurcent.
ADJUDICA] OF PUENTE BASIN WATER RIGHTS

The Puents Basin Watermaster allocates water rights among water producers in the Puente Basin,
Water rights of 306 acre-feet were allocated to Bboth Rowland Water District and Walnut Valley Watet
District. These amounts represent approximately 40 percent of the water rights available in the Puento
Basin. The judgment allows some over and under allocation adjustments degending on water flow in

the basin, limited carryover provisions, and credit for retum water.

WIIEREAS, pursuant to Article 22 of the IIBA Agreement, the HBA Agreement may be
terminated by the HBA Board of Dircctors subject to ratification by the written consent of threc-fourths
ofthe TRA Member agencies within 90 days of the IIBA Bourd’s action, provided, however, that HBA
and the HBA Agreement shall continue to exist for the purpose of concluding all funclions necessary 1o

wind up [TBA’s affairs; and

WIIEREAS, during a noticed regular meeting held on March 28, 2012, the HBA Board of
Ditectors approved HBA Resolution 12-03-02: (1) electing to ferminate the [TBA Agreement pursuant o
Atticle 22 of the HBA Agrecment and, except as provided in clause 2 below, said termination shall
become effective upon ratification by the written consent of three-lourths of the ITBA member districts
and agencies; (2) recognizing that pursuant to Article 22 of the HBA Agrecment, HBA and the HBA
Agreement shall continue to exist for the purpose of winding up and dissolving the business alfairs of
HBA, and acknowledge that the HBA Board of Directors is vested with all powers of HBA for doing the
same; and (3) declaring that Resolution 12-03-02 shall lake effect on April 1, 2012, thereby beginning

Dear Mr. Ken Deck,

We are pleased to announce a development that could result in cost savings for ACWA
members enrolled in insurance programs offered by the ACWA Health Benefits
Authority (HBA) and the ACWA/loint Powers Insurance Authority (ACWA/IPIA).

The governing body of HBA has voted to initiate proceedings to transition its operations
and programs into ACWA/IPIA. The move would allow the two organizations to cambine
resources, reduce overall costs and improve operations. Potential cost savings would be
passed on to ACWA member agencies that participate in programs offered by HBA and
ACWA/IPIA.

In order to proceed with the transition, HBA must undertake a formal process to
dissolve itself and combine its operations with ACWA/IPIA. Under HBA's existing bylaws,
the organization may be dissolved by its Board of Directors with written consent of 75%
of HBA members. This consent threshold must be met by July 1 to proceed.

In the coming weeks, HBA will distribute a package of materials to general managers
and board presidents at HBA member agencies with background and specific actions
needed to formally approve the transition.

We are excited to pursue this opportunity and will keep all ACWA members apprised as
the process moves forward.
