Subjeet: Investment Update — June 2012

Fconomic Review: The next mecting of the Federal Reserve is scheduled for July 31st.
The last meeting was held on June 19th. The Fed Funds ratc remains at a target range of
0 to Y percent. At that meeting, the Federal Reserve stated that “The economy has been
expanding moderately. However, growth in employment has slowed in recent months,
and the unemployment rate remains elevated. Business fixed investment has continued to
advance, Houschold spending appears to be rising at a somewhat slower pacc than
earlier in the year, Despite some signs of improvement, the housing seclor remains
depressed. Tnflation has declined, mainly reflecting lower prices of crude oil and
pasoline, and longer-term inflation expectations have remained stable.” The latest
reading of the Consumer Price Index (CPI) for Los Angeles, Riverside and Orange
Counties was 1.5 for the month of May. The previous reading was 1.3 in April.

LAIF Update: LAIL ended the month of June with a yield of 0.35%. This represents a
.01 basis point decrease from the month of May. A comparison with last year shows
LAIIF .10 basis points lower than June 2012 when the yield stood at 0.45%.

RWD Investments: Rowland Water Distiict’s bond portfolio carries an average yield of
2.42%, a .07 basis point decrease from the month of May. This represents a 2.07 basis
point premium to LAIF. The District had on bond mature in the month of June. It wasa
three year Federal Home Loan Bank bond with effective yield of 2.25%. The funds have
yet to be reinvested. The District’s CD Placement Program has an effective yield of
46% with an average malurity of 542 days, no change from the month of May.

SECOND AMENDMENT TO

WHERIEAS, District and Manager entered into an Agreement for Employment of General
Manager effective July 1, 2010 which was amended by the First Amendment on June 28, 2011
(hereinafter referred to as General Manager's Agreement) ; and,

WHEREAS, the General Manager’s Agreement provided for an initial term of three years
expiring on June 30, 2013, and automatically rencwing upon expiration, and on each anniversary
of the expiration of the initial term, for one-year additional terms unless either party gives six
months’ written notice of election not to renew; and,

WHEREAS, the Board of Directors desires to extend the cmployment of the General Manager
beyond the initial term for a minimum of two years, and the General Manager agrees to perform
the duties of General Manager under the terms and condition of the General Manager’s
Agreement, for an extended term,

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and promises set forth
herein, the Partics agree to amend the General Manager’s Agrecment as lollows:

1. The term of the General Manager’s Agreement as defined in Scction 2. shall be
extended to five (5) years ending on June 30, 2015. The second sentence of
Section 2 is amended to rcad: “On July 1, 2105 and on each anniversary of the
Commencement Date thercafter the term of this Agreement shall be
antomatically extended for an additional term of onc (1) year unless either party
gives six (6) months’ written notice to the other of the election not to rencw.
All of the terms and conditions of this Agreement shall apply to cach such
extension, unless and until this Agreement is amended by the Parties.”

Reimbursement for Professional Expenses: The District shall pay for
Manager’s atlendance at conferences, seminars and professional or
industry organization meetings that are necessary or desirable for the
representation of the District and for Manager's continued professional
growth as approved by the Board of Directors.

District may lerminate this Agreement at any time without prior notice
if the Manager commits any felony, crime involving moral turpitude or
any material act of dishonesty; or discloses confidential information; is
guilty of gross carelessness or misconduct; or unjustifiably neglects his
duties under this Agreement or acts in any way that has a substantial
adverse effect on the District. This Agrecment shall be terminated upon
the Manager’s mental or physical disability, which prevents him from
satisfactorily performing his dutics hercunder in his normal and regular
manner, for a period exceeding four months. In the event the Manager’s
employment is terminated for cause, prior to the expiration of the term,
or any renewal term, the District shall have no obligation to pay any
severance compensation, or provide any further benefits to the Manager
(except to the extent that Manager is entitled to worker’s compensation,
or disability benefits, in the case of mental or physical disability).

Termination by Manager: The Manager may lerminate this
Agreement at any time upon one (1) month prior written notice Lo the
Board of Directors.

State Budget

Facing the threat of lost pay, state lawmakers sent a $92.1 billion spending plan o Gov. Jerry Brown
on Friday afternoon, June 15 despite the lack of a budget deal. Both houses of the Legislature swiftly
passed seven budget trailer bills with little of the drama that characterized late-night budget sessions
of the past.

This is the second time Democrats approved a spending plan using their new majority-vote authority
under Proposition 25, rather than the supermajority vote required before 2011. The two houses voted
along partisan lines, with most Democrats in favor and Republicans opposed. Lawmakers had to
pass a budget by Friday's constitutional deadline to avoid losing salary and per diem payments. The
Governor signed the budget bill on June 27, using his line item veto authority to reduce the budget by
about $192 million.

While lawmakers sent Brown the main budget bill, Assembly Bill 1464, by the June 15 deadline, they
did not send the bulk of more than two dozen "trailer” bills that detail how to cut programs and raise
revenue. For instance, they did not pass legislation specifying how to save money in the welfare-to-
work program, an area where Democratic lawmakers disagreed with Brown. According to Senate
President Pro Tem Darrell Steinberg, Democrats did not pass all of the trailer bills because they
wanted to finish negotiations with the governor before they voted on those measures. The two sides
agreed on cuts to courts and state workers, along with a November ballot initiative that, if approved
by state voters, would temporarily raise taxes on sales and high-income earners. They also agreed
on using new revenue from greenhouse-gas charges on businesses, borrowing $2.9 billion from
special state funds and relying on money from the multistate settlement with banks for past mortgage
abuses in order to balance the budget.

State Treasurer Bill Lockyer declared the budget approved by the Legislature as one that is
"financeable," or capable of convincing Wall Street to help the State of California with cash flow
challenges that lie ahead. Lockyer gave the opposite assessment last year of the Legislature’s initial
budget, which Brown vetoed.

The Resources and Environmental Protection Budget Trailer Bill—SB 1018—contained two items of
interest to the Agency. First, Section 116 of the bill added Section 11913.1 to the Water Code, to
express the intent of the Legislature to appropriate funds sufficient to cover the costs incurred by the
Department of Water Resources for recreation and fish and wildlife enhancement specified pursuant
to Section 11912, subject to legislative review and approval. SB 1018 created the Davis-Dolwig
Account in the California Water Resources Development Bond Fund. On July 1, 2012, and every July
1 thereafter, the Controller shall transfer $7.5 million from the General Fund portion of the Harbors
and Watercraft Revolving Fund to the Davis-Dolwig Account. That money will be continuously
appropriated from the Davis-Dolwig Account to the department for the costs of State Water Project
facility operations, maintenance, and capital costs attributable to recreation and fish and wildlife
enhancement. The amount will be eligible for future adjustment by the Legislature in accordance with
an appropriate water and power utility cost index, submitted by the department and approved by the
Legislature by statute, that reflects changes in costs incurred or likely to be incurred by the
department for operation, maintenance and capital costs of the State Water Project.

SB 1018 also provided that on July 1, 2012, and every July 1 thereafter, the Controller shall transfer
$2.5 million from the General Fund portion of the Harbors and Watercraft Revolving Fund to the
Davis-Dolwig Account. This money will also be continuously appropriated, without regard to fiscal
years, from the Davis-Dolwig Account to the department for the payment of State Water Resources
Development System recreation and fish and wildlife enhancement costs incurred on or before
December 31, 2011. The annual $2.5 million appropriation will when the Director of Finance certifies
that all of the past costs incurred have been paid. The enactment of SB 1018 into law culminates a
multi-year effort on the part of State Water Contactors, lobbyists working for individual contractors
and lobbying firms like Reeb Government Relations to secure funding for the State’s obligations
under the Davis-Dolwig program. The funding should reduce cost pressure on SWP charges.

The other item of interest was contained in Section 117 of SB 1018, which altered the regional water
quality control boards by reducing each board from nine to seven members appointed by the
Governor, each of whom shall represent, and act on behalf of, all the people and shall reside or have
a principal place of business within the region. SB 1018 eliminated the current designated
membership qualifications and instead provided that each member shall be appointed on the basis of
his or her demonstrated interest or proven ability in the field of water quality, including water pollution
control, water resource management, water use, or water protection. The legislation requires the
Governor to consider appointments from the public and nonpublic sectors. In regard to appointments
from the nonpublic sector, the Governor must consider including members from key economic sectors
in a given region, such as agriculture, industry, commercial activities, forestry, and fisheries. Al
persons appointed to a regional board will remain subject to Senate confirmation.
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Section 119 of SB 1018 amended Section 13207 of the Water Code to ease conflict-of-interest
provisions for regional board members. Now, a member of a regional board shall not participate in
any board action pursuant to Article 4 (commencing with Section 13260) of this chapter, or Article 1
(commencing with Section 13300) of Chapter 5, in which he or she has a disqualifying financial
interest in the decision within the meaning of Section 87103 of the Government Code. A board
member shall not participate in any proceeding before any regional board or the state board as a
consultant or in any other capacity on behalf of any waste discharger. A person shall not be a
member of the state board or a regional board if that person receives, or has received during the
previous two years, a significant portion of his or her income directly or indirectly from any person
subject to waste discharge requirements or applicants for waste discharge requirements. However, a
person shall not be disqualified from being a member of a regional board because that person
receives, or has received during the previous two years, a significant portion of his or her income
directly or indirectly from a person subject to waste discharge requirements, or an applicant for waste
discharge requirements, that are issued pursuant to this chapter by the state board or regional board
other than the regional board of which that person is a member.

The conflict-of-interest provisions of SB 1018 will be implemented only if the United States
Environmental Protection Agency either determines that no program approval is necessary for that
implementation, or approves of a change in California's National Pollutant Discharge Elimination
System program, to allow the state to administer the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System
permit program consistent with those changes.

Final Staff Draft of the Delta Plan

On Monday, May 14, the Delta Stewardship Council (DSC) staff released their final staff draft version
of the Delta Plan. This was the sixth in a series of drafts presented to the Council that date back to
last year. The final draft reflects public comments made on all five staff drafts and is informed by
analysis contained in the draft Programmatic Environmental Impact Report (EIR). Nearly 250 different
organizations and individuals provided more than 10,000 comments since the public release of the
plan's first draft.

The Council reviewed this last draft at its May 24 meeting when staff briefed the Council members on
the changes between the 5" staff draft released last August and now. For instance, the final staff draft
of the Plan includes 14 proposed regulatory policies and 68 guiding recommendations — a slight
increased in number compared to the 5" staff draft for both policies (12) and recommendations (61).
Numerous changes have also been made to the organization, chapter structure and graphics in this
final draft as compared to previous versions.

This final draft also included a chapter on funding sources and financing options for the Delta.
Chapter 8 of the Delta Plan provides background information on Federal, State, and local spending
for water and Delta ecosystem purposes, proposes the development of a comprehensive finance plan
to implement the Delta Plan, sets forth guiding principles for the development of a finance plan, and
proposes near-term funding for support of the Delta Protection Commission, Delta Conservancy, and
the Council.
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The Council believes that due to uncertainty regarding voter approval of future bonds, a finance plan
needs to be developed following the adoption of the Delta Plan that provides a more sustainable and
log-term financing approach for water, ecosystem, flood protection, and related projects. Appendix O
describes various funding and financing schemes that may be evaluated for inclusion in the financing
strategy. Revenue sources to be considered are water diversion fees, hydropower fees for generators
in the Bay Delta system, water marketing fees assessed against water transfers in the Delta
watershed, water resources fees applied at the retail level for agricultural and nonagricultural water
users, public goods charge for water, among others.

The Council met on June 28-29, to provide staff final direction on preparation of the final draft Delta
Plan which is to become the basis for submittal of policies to the Office of Administrative Law (OAL)
as part of the process to give those policies regulatory effect. This meeting can be viewed via webinar
at: hitp:/fdeltacouncil.ca.gov/event-detail/6329

Council staff will now proceed to complete and circulate an additional EIR volume that will
supplement the already-circulated draft Programmatic EIR (PEIR) to address, as a separate and new
alternative, the policies and recommendation in the final draft Delta Plan. Staff will publish the
additional EIR volume this summer for a 45-day public review and comment period. Additional
opportunities for public comment will occur during the OAL process and upcoming Council meetings.

These steps lead to a presentation in the fall of a final Delta Plan, its final PEIR, and implementing
regulations to the Council for adoption by November/December 2012.

2012 Human Right to Water Bills

The first Human Right to Water Bill package was introduced last year. Four of those bills were sighed
into law by Governor Brown who stated that, "Clean Drinking water is a basic human right. Protecting
the water we drink is an absolutely crucial duty of state government.” This year a total of five bills
were introduced as part of the 2012 Human Right to Water Bill Package. We are currently tracking
the following bills on behalf of the Districts:

» AB 685 (Eng) Human Right to Water — would establish the human right to water as a statewide
policy priority to ensure all Californians have access to safe, affordable, and sufficient drinking
water. This bill was first introduced in 2011. NCWD, ODWD and RWD took an “oppose” position
to the bill unless it was amended to, at a minimum, apply only to state agencies - which would
reflect the intent of the sponsors (i.e., that the State Water Board and Department of Water
Resources have not done enough to funnel state money into correcting contaminated water wells
and small community water systems) - as well as to offer statutory protection against imposition of
such a policy on local agencies, including amendments addressing rate setting authority,
Proposition 218 requirements, service extension statutes, et cetera. The bill failed passage on the
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Senate Appropriations Committee, on August 25, 2011, where it was held under submission. The
bill was amended, on January 13, 2012, to clarify some of its provisions—changes that fail to
address opposition concerns--and the bill has been re-referred to the Senate Appropriations
Committee for consideration. A hearing has not yet been scheduled.

= AB 2238 (Perea) Consolidation — would expand access to safe and affordable water and
wastewater treatment services by promoting the consolidation and merger of small community
water systems that serve existing low income communities. NCWD, ODWD and RWD took an
“oppose unless amended” position to this bill. The Districts objected to three provisions in AB
2238, including one that would require LAFCO to comprehensively assess various alternatives for
improving efficiency and affordability of infrastructure and service delivery for drinking water and
wastewater services. The March, 29, 2012, version of AB 2238 would have relieved a commission
of that requirement when the commission or executive officer of the commission made a written
determination that the assessment was not reasonable under the circumstances. The exception
was important in that it would be a waste of limited commission time and resources to assess
alternatives in every area of every county. Moreover, it is unlikely that commission staff will have
the experience and expertise to conduct such an assessment. Unfortunately, that amendment was
later reversed. The bill was subsequently amended twice again to address the Districts’ concerns,
at which point a letter was sent on behalf of the Districts removing opposition. The bill passed the
Assembly floor, on May 29, on a 48-25 vote, and has been scheduled for hearing in the Senate
Environmental Quality Committee on July 2.

Metal Theft:

Metal theft is on the rise as the price of metal continues to climb. The theft of metals has devastated
both public and private property and has harmed critical public infrastructure, making it difficult to
deliver essential utilities to customers. Moreover, the theft of certain metal devices can seriously
threaten public health and safety. While several laws have been enacted to curb metal theft, it is still
prevalent throughout California. Several bills have been introduced this year to address this metal
theft epidemic and strengthen current law. We have been tracking the following bills on behalf of the
Districts.

=  AB 1971 (Buchanan) would increase the maximum fine for junk and second-hand dealers who
knowingly purchase metals used in transportation or public utility services without due diligence
from $250 to $1,000, and clarify that, for purposes of the vandalism statute, "damages” includes
damage caused to public transit properties and facilities, public park properties and facilities, and
public utilities and water properties and facilities. NCWD, ODWD and RWD have a support
position on this bill. The Districts believe that by stiffening the penalties for receiving metal objects
that are normally used by water utility, and therefore likely to have been stolen, AB 1971 creates a
greater deterrent to wrongdoers and increases the incentive for enforcement action by police and
prosecutors. The bill passed the Senate Floor on June 25, on a 33-0 vote, and has been sent to
enroliment.
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= SB 1045 (Emmerson) would prohibit any junk dealer or recycler from possessing a reasonably

recognizable, disassembled or inoperative a fire hydrant, fire department connection, manhole
cover or lid or any part of that cover or lid, or backflow device or connection to that device without
a written certification on the letterhead of the agency or utility that owns or previously owned the
material certifying that the entity has sold or is offering the material for sale and that the person
possessing and identified in the certificate is authorized to negotiate the sale of the material.
Under the provisions of this bill, junk dealers and recyclers caught with the specified materials,
and without the proper paperwork, would be civilly liable for three times the owner's actual
damages, including the value of the material, the cost of replacing the material, labor costs, and
the cost of repairing any damages caused by the removal of the material. NCWD, ODWD and
RWD have a support position on this bill. The Districts believe that the civil liability provisions that
would be enacted by SB 1045 would serve as an additional deterrent for the theft of these
materials, SB 1045 passed the Assembly Judiciary Committee on June 19, with a 10-0 vote, and
has been scheduled for Third Reading in the Assembly Floor on June 28.

SB 1387 (Emmerson) would prohibit any junk dealer or recycler from possessing a fire hydrant,
fire department connection, manhole cover or lid or any part of that cover or lid, or backilow device
or connection to that device without written certification on the letterhead of the agency or utility
that owns or previously owned the material and that the entity has sold or is offering the material
for sale, and that the person possessing the certificate and identified in the certificate is authorized
to negotiate the sale of the material. The bill would make the violation of this prohibition
punishable as a misdemeanor, as well as possessing any of the above listed items, knowing that
they were stolen, punishable by an additional fine of up to $3,000. NCWD, ODWD and RWD have
a support position on this bill. The Districts believe that SB 1387 would eliminate the
attractiveness of manhole covers, backflow devices, and fire hydrants to metal thieves as there
should no longer be a buyer for these stolen items, The bill passed the Assembly Business,
Professions and Consumer Protection Committee on June 19, with a 8-0 vote, and has been
scheduled for hearing in the Assembly Public Safety Committee on July 3.

Other hills of interest include:

AB 1626 (Yamada), relating to state water policy, would authorize an elections official in the
jurisdiction in which a special district or school district election is being held, during the ballot
examination period, to seek a writ of mandate or an injunction requiring an amendment or deletion
of any or all of ballot materials, including ballot arguments. Current law limits this role to city and
county elections. ODWD and RWD have a support position on the bill, while NCWD has a watch
position on this bill. The Districts in support argue that the expanded authority provided under AB
1626 would benefit water districts as upward pressure on rates, fees and charges may create
ratepayer backlash and distortion or misstatements of fact may be relied upon to color the
electoral response. The bill would ensure that the integrity of smaller elections is as well
maintained as larger elections. AB 1626 passed the Senate Elections and Constitutional
Amendments Committee on June 19, with a 3-2 vote, and has been scheduled for Third Reading
in the Senate Floor on June 26.
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= AB 2224 (Smyth), relating to public employees retirement, would enact provisions outlined in
Governor Brown's October 27, 2011, Twelve Point Pension Reform Plan. More specifically, the bill
would (1) prohibit current and new employees from purchasing service credit for time not worked,
(2) combine, for new employees’ retirement, a reduced defined benefit component and a defined
contribution component with Social Security to make up 75% of an employee’s salary, (3) require
new and current employees to forfeit their pensions should they commit a felony while carrying out
their official duties, (4) increase work service for health benefits - new employees will be required
to work at least 15 years for the state to pay a portion of health benefits and 25 years for the state
to pay a maximum of health benefits, (5) require new and current employees to contribute to at
least 50% of the annual cost of their pension benefit, (8) limit post-retirement employment, (7)
reform the CalPERS Board of Administration, (8) increase the retirement age for new employees
to 67, and for public safety employees the age will be commensurate with the ability to perform
their duties, (9) base new employees' retirement on their highest annual compensation over a
three year period, (10) calculate new employees’ retirement based on regular pay and will exclude
special bonuses, unplanned overtime, and payouts for unused vacation or sick leave and any
other pay perks, (11) prohibit current and new employees from receiving retroactive pension
benefits for work already performed,(12) bar employers from suspending employer and/or
employee contributions to fund annual pension costs. NCWD, ODWD and RWD have a support
position on this bill. The Districts argued that the approach provided in this legislation is
comprehensive in scope and will protect the future integrity of the current system for local
agencies and their employees. AB 2224 was referred to the Rules committee for interim study; a
two-house conference committee has been organized to address pension reform.

Dead Bills:

= AB 1633 (Wagner) would have placed a cap to the retirement benefit paid to new members of
any public retirement system, first hired on or after January 1, 2013, at $100,000 for members
whose service is not included in Social Security and $80,000 for new members whose service is
included in Social Security. The Districts took an “opposed” position on this bill. The bill was last
heard in the Assembly Public Employees Retirement and Social Security Committee on April 26,
at which meeting, the committee decided to retain the measure and referred the subject matter to
the Rules committee for interim study.

= AB 2000 (Huber) would have required the Department of Water Resources (DWR) to withdraw
from its existing amended Memarandum Of Understanding (MOA) with the export water agencies
funding the Bay Delta Conservation Plan (BDCP) planning and the U.S. Department of Interior,
Bureau of Reclamation (Reclamation), and to enter into a new MOA only if a list of requirements
were met, including giving the Delta counties decision-making authority over BDCP
implementation; that BDCP evaluate non-diversion alternatives; and that there be an independent
review of the science behind BDCP. The Districts took an “oppose” position on this bill. The bill
failed passage on the Assembly Water, Parks and Wildlife Commitiee on April 24, with a 2-7 vote.
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» AB 2421 (Berryhill, Bill) would have required an independent third party to conduct a cost-benefit
analysis for any project being submitted by the Bay Delta Conservation Plan (BDCP) to the Delta
Plan. The Districts took an “oppose” position on this bill. The bill was sent to the Assembly
Appropriations Suspense File on May 9, where it was held under submission. The hill died in
committee failing to meet the May 25 deadline for bills to be referred to the floor.

= AB 2422 (Berryhill, Bill) would have directed the Department of Water Resources (DWR) to
expedite an evaluation and feasibility study of the Western Delta Intakes Concept. Under the bill, if
DWR were to determine the plan was “feasible,” it would have been directed to include
recommendations regarding specific facilities to be constructed and identify potential funding
sources for implantation of the plan. The Districts took an “oppose” position on this bill. The bill
was sent to the Assembly Appropriations Suspense File on May 9, where it was held under
submission. The bill died in committee failing to meet the May 25 deadline for bills to be referred

to the floor.

= SB 1146 (Pavley) would have required the Department of Water Resources (DWR) to make well
log reports for water wells available to the public. Well reports are a record of the drilling and
construction of a groundwater well. They demonstrate that the well was well constructed. Well
logs include the location of the well, the depth of the well, the type of soils encountered, and depth
to water. According to Senator Pavley, “these reports contain critical information for groundwater
managers, consulting hydrologists, academics, and others interested in the geology and
hydrologic characteristics of groundwater basins. Unfortunately, those who would benefit from this
information cannot have access to it." NCWD, ODWD and RWD disagreed stating that these
persons already have access to well reports by way of any government agency or for the purpose
of studying groundwater contaminations. The Districts took an "opposed unless amended” position
on the bill, stating that SB 1146 went far beyond the concerns expressed by Senator Pavley
making well logs reports available to the public in general. Amendments were sought on behalf of
our clients to limit the disclosure of well log reports to certain professionals who have the
education and experiise to utilize the information contained thereon for the purpose of conducting
studies. We were unable to secure this amendment to the bill. The author refused to accept the
amendments; therefore, the bill failed passage on the Senate Floor, on May 31, on a 18-16 vote.
